INTRODUCTION

The Curriculum Bulletin lists all of the course offerings for Glades Middle School for the 2009-2010 school
year. The courses that will actually be taught are determined by the enrollment during the spring
registration period. The courses, the number of sections of each and staff assignments are determined on the
basis of student requests.

SPECIAL NOTE: On the subject selection form, students will list the electives they need most or want to
take. Counselors will communicate with teachers and parents in order to make recommendations for
English/Language Arts, Mathematics, Science, and Social Studies. It is extremely important that
students make firm decisions regarding their course selections for 2009-2010.

READ THIS BULLETIN CAREFULLY AND SHARE IT WITH YOUR PARENTS. After you
review this bulletin thoroughly, review the Subject Selection Form with your counselor and discuss your
selections with your parents. You have completed a form similar to the one in this bulletin. Your parents
must sign it to indicate their approval of your choices. If the subject selection form is not returned to the
school with a parent signature, students will be administratively scheduled. The last day to make any
changes is Thursday, March 26, 2009.
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REGISTRATION PROCEDURES AN

Fall registration is completed during the preceding spring at which time, all students meet with their
counselor to select courses. The following is an outline of the registration procedures:

ORIENTATION - A counselor will meet with students in a class setting to discuss course requirements. A
list of course offerings is given to students and they are encouraged to take it home to discuss it with their
parents.

ACADEMIC ADVISEMENT - Each student will discuss with his/her counselor, teachers, and parents the
appropriate courses based upon performance, standardized tests, career goals, and graduation requirements.

SUBJECT SELECTION FORM COMPLETION - Each student will complete his/her course selections
individually with the appropriate grade level counselor. The subject selection forms will then require both
parent and student signature approval and must be returned the following day to the homeroom teacher.

PLACEMENT - The following guidelines are used for selecting the level of academic classes:

1. Current performance in classes.
2. Test scores.
3. Teacher recommendation.

HONORS - classes are available for the student who can benefit by participating in rigorous coursework
and independent readings, which require an understanding of concepts and in-depth mastery of subject
matter. Before making this selection, students should seriously consider the requirements of the course and
the profile of a student who is successful in an Honors class. Bonus points will be assigned for course
completion with a grade of “C” or better.



GIFTED - classes are available for those students who have previously been identified and have an
Educational Plan. Eligible students will be offered the opportunity to be enrolled in Gifted Language Axrts,
Gifted Mathematics, Gifted Science and/or Gifted Social Studies.

Spanish | Bright Futures
The purpose of this course is to introduce students to the Spanish language and its culture and to develop
communicative skills and cross-cultural understanding. The content should include the development of listening
and speaking skills with an emphasis on pronunciation. An introduction to reading and writing is included, as well
as the fundamentals of grammar and culture.

Spanish 11 Bright Futures
The purpose of this course is to reinforce fundamental skills in Spanish acquired by the student. This course
further develops listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills, and cultural awareness. The content should
include, but not be limited to, the expansion of the listening and oral skills previously acquired. Reading and
writing receive more emphasis, while oral communication and the enhancement of grammar skills remain the
primary objectives. This course should include a cultural survey of the Spanish-speaking world.
SELECTION CONSIDERATION: This course is for students who have completed 070834001, or its
equivalent.

S93 COURSE NUMBER 070930001 Credit: 1.00
Spanish for Spanish Speakers 1
The purpose of this course is to provide a review of fundamental grammar and culture for students who speak
Spanish as a native language, focusing on oral and written communication free from English interference.
The content should include, but not be limited to, the reinforcement of the student’s ability to communicate ideas
and feelings, both orally and in writing, and the development of comprehension skills through the study of reading
selections. Cultural traits of the Spanish-speaking world are studied.
SELECTION CONSIDERATION: This course is recommended for students who either speak Spanish as a
home language or who function at a similar level of proficiency in Spanish.

S94 COURSE NUMBER 070931001 Credit: 1.00
Spanish for Spanish Speakers 2 Bright Futures

The purpose of this course is to continue the development of oral and written communication, and cultural study.
The content should include, but not be limited to, the development of oral communication skills by giving oral
information, instructions, directions, explanations, and messages.

The development of written communication skills is stressed including practice in describing story characters, plot,
and summarizing facts and ideas from readings. The study of culture including the lives and contributions of
famous Hispanic people is emphasized.
